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SCPF2: Notice of Clarification 

We have received enquiries as to whether projects can be submitted for consideration for SCPF2 funding if they do not comply with the rule on franchise expiry dates. 
The guidance currently states that “TOC promoted project bids, where the Project Completion date of the project (end of GRIP Stage 7) is less than 18 months before the expiry of the TOC’s franchise of direct award, will not be accepted”. In regards to Local Authority promoted bids, again “where the Project Completion Date of the project (end of GRIP Stage 7) is less than 18 months before the expiry of any partnering TOC’s franchise or direct award, will not be accepted”. This was written into the qualifying project criteria because we determined that proposed projects put forward within a close timeframe of a new franchise/direct award agreement should be included into the franchise itself. The rule was also designed to provide contingency on the delivery of the project so as to guarantee projects would be completed before the end of a franchise/direct award. 
However, in response to the number of enquiries we have received on this issue, we would now encourage any promotor who feels they have a project which should be considered for SCPF2 funding but that doesn’t fit the above criteria to still submit a bid. In addition to the submission documentation required for all bids, we would require a letter setting out why the promotor believes their project should be giving special consideration outside of the franchise expiry date criteria.
