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Option B will result in the closure of the existing Gipsy Lane public footpath level crossing.

Users of the crossing will be diverted via a new footbridge with bridge deck approximately 100

metres north of Gipsy Lane. The ramped approach would not exceed a gradient of 1 in 20

The approaches to the bridge will pass though private land requiring the dedication of new Public

Footpath. The additional travel distance A to B is approximately 602 metres via the ramps and

310 meters using the steps

Early stage draft high level cost estimates have been produced. These indicate that the cost of

this option is likely to be in the region of £3.5m - £3.7m. Including design, construction, land costs

and NR  costs but excluding whole life cost elements such as maintenance. These costs are

based on Q1/2015 values and may be subject to change as the scheme design develops.
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
